The School of Business numbers fell 2% (25 students) from the end of last academic year.  The largest drop came in the Evening Bachelors Business programs across all our locations.  Our increase was in the Evening Associate Business programs across all our locations.  The Evening Masters program remains fairly unchanged.  Our traditional bachelors program has seen the greatest percentage growth.
MILESTONES

First milestone is working with the Business Academic Advisory Board (BAAB).  This group has been a blessing from heaven as men & women have worked together to develop the needed foundation to the School of Business.  The BAAB has divided into two task forces.  Dr. Steve Sanders is leading our Experiential Learning task force and Jamie Jordan is leading our Biblically Based task force.  In partnership with the Business Faculty the BAAB developed the vision & mission of the School of Business as well as a new logo.

 The mission of the Southern Wesleyan University School of Business is to glorify God through its graduates.  Our graduates will add value to their employers by possessing the technical, managerial, and leadership skills required to succeed in a multi-cultural environment.
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Second milestone has been creating a SWU School of Business culture.  We have started to focus on our main campus program due to the centralization of faculty and students.  As business faculty, on main campus, we have developed events, focused on excellent advising, created scholarships and incorporated experiential learning components in our classes.  
These events have been a graduating business golf outing in May.  This event (Annual Business Golf Outing) was started and funded by ECP, who’s CEO Craig Homan is on our BAAB board.  Other events have been the creation of a freshman business student outing (Nov 06), upperclassman business student outing (Nov 06).  
Three new scholarships have been created for business/accounting students this year.  The first two are an outstanding business male & female student of the year award, receiving $2,000 each.  A $2,000 Accounting Excellence Scholarship in honor of Professor James Bowen has also been created by the donations of local Anderson businesses.  
In our traditional classes we have developed experiential learning components.  The first of these are company tours.  Professors Frazier and Holcombe are taking 4 classes this semester to local businesses (BMW, ECP, Embassy Suites and Southern Vinyl Windows).  ECP’s Craig Homan has also started an investment club where local businesses are raising $50,000 that will be managed by a group of four top SWU business / accounting students.  The investment club is guided by Danny Gregg, Vice President of the Merrill Lynch, Clemson office.  The proceeds from this investment club will go to fund business school events.  Furthermore our business seminar students, under the leadership of Professor Frazier, are managing the homecoming car show as well as developing an Executive Dinner event in December to connect our business alumni, faculty and business students.  
In September we launched the School of Business with a Commissioning Service.  This event was graciously sponsored by Marketplace Staffing (Ray Lattimore -- CEO) and Whitener, Pettigrew & Weaver, LLC (Ken Whitener -- Partner).  I want to express my gratitude to Dr. Chuck Mealy and his team (Pam Burnett & Willa Brockinton) without who’s help we could not have accomplished this.  Thank you to Janelle Beamer and her team (Jackie Price & Conrad Larosa) for their excellent work that brought the media (Channel 4 news, local newspapers & Greenville News) to the event and helped coordinate all of the PR.  

An unexpected benefit from our focus on Southern Wesleyan University School of Business culture has been that we have been featured in our local news, which has directly increased the inquiries to our School of Business website.  We are also seeing a significant increase 16% in our traditional business program, due in a large part to a focus on the School of Business culture.
Third milestone has been hiring two new economics professors.  Dr. Phil Jeon comes to us from a career as a senior analyst at Family Dollar Stores and an adjunct faculty background with UNC Charlotte and Strayer.  Dr. Jeon has a Ph D in economics from the University of Kentucky.  He was born and raised in a Christian family in South Korea and is currently an elder in his church.  Dr. Jeon is married with two children.
Dr. Francisco Salles comes to us with a career in government as well as adjunct teaching experience in San Paulo Brazil.  Dr. Salles has a Ph D in economics and statistics from Vanderbilt University.  He had a dramatic conversion experience 14 years ago and is pursuing a new ministry – Christian higher education.  Dr. Salles will be serving our evening adult students in Charleston / Columbia area.  He and his wife have just recently come to the US.

I am grateful to the LORD for sending us these two individuals for they have a passion to glorify God.  Almost half of our full time business faculty are from countries outside of the United States.  Europe, Africa, Asia and Latin America are represented.
FUTURE OBJECTIVES

We are developing Faculty Specific Teams that will oversee the development & quality of our curriculum.  Each Faculty Specific Team will be organized by field of specialization (accounting, law, management, etc…) and a group of five to six faculty members will review the curriculum and syllabi in their area.

We are pursuing a centralized campus location for the School of Business.  In this location we can gather the faculty and house a Small Business Incubator as well as classrooms.  

Central to the development of the School of Business is exploring outside funding venues and donors.  We are looking at two different business plans which would require a foundation to be started to raise outside funding through donations, grants and corporate sponsorships.  These two initiatives are the Center for Intercultural Effectiveness and the  Small Business Incubator.
Our greatest objective is to see the Holy Spirit unite us in the School of Business.  We want to live intentionally to pursue a Biblically based, passionate relationship with God, aligning ourselves with God’s perfect will so that we would please Him in all we do.
