MBA Admission  Criteria:  IPD (Student Recruiting and Marketing Firm) says that the GMAT requirement is hurting our MBA enrollment.  
According to R. McCaskill, lowering the admission standards typically does not help increase enrollment.  There was a concern that IPD only look at the total enrollment between the MBA and MSM programs, and have no incentive to recommend the MBA program which has a more stringent requirement.  Also the School of Business has not given IPD clear market product differentiation.
General feeling among the present is that dropping the GMAT requirement is not the best action at this time.  The school will be better served by trying to differentiate the MBA program through the emphases on the entrepreneurial training (business incubator) and the new programs with international perspectives.

1.  In the AGS business program.  Streamline the bachelor offerings in business.  Offer only the BSBA in all locations, and cancel the BSM degree.   (7 YES, 0 NAY – Motion passed)

 

2.  In the AGS business program.  Replace MGMT 2043 Legal Environment of Business in Step II with a MGMT XXXX Communications in Business course (heavy emphasis on speech component to address speech communications requirement).  In the BSBA there is two business law courses taught MGMT 2043 in Step II and again in the Core MGMT 3233 Business Law and Government http://www.swu.edu/ags/degrees/bsba.php  (7 YES, 0 NAY – Motion passed)

 

3.  In the traditional business program.  Require the Introduction to Business course in the Business Administration bachelors BA and BS.  ECON 1003 Introduction to Business should be a pre-requisite for ACCT 2013 for all majors except Accounting majors.   (6 YES, 0 NAY, 1 no vote – Motion passed)

 

4.  In the traditional business program.  Change the MGMT 4501 / ACCT 4501 Senior Sem I & ACCT Seminar to MGMT 1501 & ACCT 1501 Freshman Business Seminar.   We teach the same class but have it cross listed as an ACCT & MGMT course.  Require the MGMT 1501 Freshman Business Seminar in the Business Administration bachelors BA and BS.  Require the ACCT 1501 Freshman Business Seminar in the Accounting bachelor.  (5 YES, 0 NAY, 2 no vote – Motion passed)

 

5.  In the traditional business program.  Change name of the course for MGMT 4511 / ACCT 4511 Senior Sem II & ACCT Seminar II to MGMT 4511 & ACCT 4511 Senior Business Seminar.   We teach the same class but have it cross listed as an ACCT & MGMT course.   (4 YES, 1 NAY, 2 no vote – Motion passed)
  

6.  In the traditional business program.  Replace the ACCT 1051 Office Machines to ACCT 2901 Accounting with QuickBooks.   (6 YES, 0 NAY, 1 no vote – Motion passed)
 

7.  In the AGS business program.  We recommend to Academic Council to teach MATH 1023 * College Algebra before PHSC 1513 Physical Science . http://www.swu.edu/ags/degrees/bsba.php  (7 YES, 0 NAY – Motion passed)
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
